The business community wants free 
parking on Main Street but residents want 
restrictions on some side streets, to curtail 
garbage and tailgate parties.

Is there a way to charge beach 
visitors without having a negative impact 
on the business community?

Council decided at a February 28 
Special Meeting that the best solution 

time limit. There was much deliberation 
on whether the time limit should be two 
hours or three.

In the end, they decided to go with 
free parking with a two-hour limit on both 
sides of Main Street and both sides of 
Webster St. The most desireable tourist 
parking spots — at the beach, the marina 
and the McCurdy St lot — will be $5 per 
hour or $30 per day (free for residents/
cottagers with a parking pass).

An extension of 
the existing parking lot at the end of Big 
Tub Road is proposed. This would involve 
clearing a brushy area but would leave 
the adjacent cedar hedge intact. Public 
Works Manager Troy Cameron promised

Boat Tours Prohibited?
MNBP’s February 14 Council Meeting 

saw intense controversy on another hot-
button topic — a seemingly harmless 
Housekeeping Bylaw Amendment to 
MNBP’s Comprehensive Zoning Bylaw, 
which will regulate tour boat operations. 
A lobby group (Big Tub Harbour Citizens’ 
Committee) has opposed this bylaw, 
arguing that Tour Boats are not mentioned 
in the existing (2002) bylaw and that they 
are, therefore, not permitted. A Public 
Meeting on the Housekeeping Bylaw 
was held at the beginning of Council’s 
February 14 Meeting; the minutes of that 
Meeting are on pages 11 and 12 of this 
newspaper. The Agenda included nearly 
30 letters in favour of the proposed Bylaw 
Amendment and nearly 20 letters opposing 
it. The Motion to pass a Bylaw Amendment 
passed, with Deputy Mayor Debbie Myles 
voting against and Councillor Jamie 

The resulting Bylaw received second 

reading on February 28. It passed, with 
Deputy Mayor Myles voting against and 
Councillor Mielhausen abstaining.

Members of the lobby group have 
vowed to register a complaint with the 
Ontario Land Tribunal if the Bylaw passed.

Mill Rate Increase 4.53%

2022 (begins April 1) was presented at a 
Special Meeting of Council on February 
14. The draft budget proposes a mill rate 
increase of 4.53% and an overall budget 
increase of 6.36%. (See Minutes on page 
10.) The result will be an increase of 
$45.74 per $100,000 of assessed value.

Cabot Head Road — Closed 
Temporarily; Future Uncertain

Efforts to turn Cabot Head Road 
(currently washed out and posted “Road 
Closed”) into a pedestrian/cycle trail and 
single lane emergency access road have 
been controversial.

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In response to the recent letter from 
a Singhampton resident complaining 
about rock climbing at Devil’s Glen in 
Grey County, and encouraging Moore St 
residents to rally against this user group, 
it is important to clarify a few facts about 
the climbing community at Lion’s Head. 

For one, this community is incredibly 
small. In recent years, on a busy summer 
weekend, there might be 15-20 or so 
climbers at the cliff. On weekdays, it’s 
usually 5 or less. Compared to several 
hundred tourists hiking the lookout trail 
every day in the summer, climbers make 
up a mere fraction of total park users. 

Additionally, most climbers are 
concentrated in small areas of the cliff, 
rather than wandering around the entire 
top edge as the hikers do. 

The Lion’s Head climbing community 
has shown themselves to be useful 
stewards of the area, by packing out 
garbage bags of trash left by hikers on

a bold Cockney accent.

Looking at it from the perspective of 
a 21st century Ontario tourist destination, 
the most interesting part of the song is the 
last two words. 

Council Flats. Apartments built by 
the local council for people who couldn’t 
otherwise afford housing.

Where would a dustman (garbage 
collector) live in our community in 2022? 
The same question applies to carpenters, 

The Saugeen/Bruce in 2022 — What’s a Dustman to Do?

Thought experiment: 
If property values have gone up by $250,000, how much 

would an employer need to raise wages to offset that?
The amortized cost to pay off that quarter million in 20 

years would be approximately $15,000 per year. Assuming 
a 21% income tax rate, you would need to earn $19,000 to 
have $15,000 left after taxes. At 1,900 hours per year (38 
hour week) that comes out to $10 per hour. 

Can peninsula businesses, organizations and services 
afford to pay an extra $10 per hour for all their staff? 
How would they stay within budget or compete with other 
businesses paying $10 less?

If they can’t raise wages by that amount, how can they 
expect to keep their staff?

Council Flats are not an option — we 
don’t have any. 

Commercial rentals (houses, flats 
and apartments) are in very short supply.

above freezing for more than a few hours 
and never stayed below freezing for more 
than a few days. Serious ice persists.

Precipitation was nearly all in the 
form of snow with a little freezing rain 
thrown in for good measure on the 25th.

This must be resolved 
by February as time is of the essence. 
A project approach was presented to 
Council, demonstrating the financial 
support and savings committed to and 
raised by the Bruce Peninsula Biosphere 
Association for this project and the 
demonstrated need for car access, though 
intended to be limited. Mrs. Thorn noted 

that an area organization has committed 
to supplying gravel; however, one section 
of the road still requires funds for repair.

She also noted that the new and expanding 
operations will be required to add adequate 
parking on or off site, recognizing the fact 
that most operations provide parking off 
site and shuttle services.

Genevieve Scott spoke to land use 
considerations relating to provincial 
interests.

Noreen Steinacher appeared before 
Council via Zoom and requested $10,000 
from the Municipality to help build 
a covered pavillion at the Tobermory 
Community Park.

She indicated that the project has been 
planned for years and the park is a multi-
purpose recreation space that operates 
with assistance from volunteers.

New this year, Jordan will 
introduce a “tableshare” program, 
to encourage start-ups and sellers 
limited due to seasonal availability 
or smaller supply.

“We do regular training to hold our 
breath in the warm seasons when we 
do depth diving for about two to three 
minutes,” say the Ryzebols. Andrew is 
able to hold his breath underwater for 
over seven and a half minutes and Lilly 
can hold her breath for four and half 
minutes in warm waters. They say they 
never push their limits under the ice.

Since they are under the water for 
such short periods of time, even if their 
hole gets iced over, they say it is usually 
a thin skim, so easy to break through.

After their dive session, they focus 
diligently on getting warm. Sometimes 
they come up to the surface completely 
caked in ice. They usually warm up in 
their car, and only then are they able to 
get their gloves off.

Developed techniques for ice 
diving

Andrew’s first ice dive was at 
Tobermory in 2015. Andrew and friend 
Geoff Coombs had spent that summer 
diving, and as Fall approached and 
the water got colder, Andrew and Geoff 
were reluctant to end their diving 
adventures. In 2015, there were few ice 
divers worldwide, so Andrew and Geoff 
were largely self-taught when it came 
to ice diving and developed their own 
techniques. 

Lilly says she came on later as a 

ice dive was in Lion’s Head.

Andrew says ice diving is gaining in 
popularity and now there are ice divers 
in Montreal, Calgary, Halifax, Norway, 
Finland, and Russia.

Freezing cold temperatures and 
the right wind are the perfect recipe for 
making an unforgettable winter here on 
the Bruce to go ice diving, say local ice 
divers Andrew and Lilly Ryzebol. The 
Ryzebols have been out on the ice most 
days this February.

Andrew has been diving for 10 years, 
while Lilly has been diving for 5 years. 
Their passion is ice diving in Georgian Bay 
to look at the ice formations, shipwrecks 
and unique geological features.

They explain that since they are 
freedivers, “we just use the air in our 
lungs that we take at the surface and go 
down to explore the underwater world.”

Sometimes we go under the ice 
without a wetsuit and simply wear our 
bathing suit.” They clarify “Drysuits are 
for winter scuba diving which require 
tanks. So it’s a lot simpler going under 
the ice without carrying a heavy tank. 
Scuba divers wear drysuits in cold water 
but these require tanks to properly adjust 
buoyancy so they are not an option for 
freedivers diving without tanks.”

On 11 February 2022, Andrew and 
Lilly were out on the ice in the Lion’s Head 
Harbour. With strong winds whipping 
over the bay, the water temperature of 
approximately 0.5C was about as cold 
as it can get in a freshwater lake before 
becoming ice. Since the ice was fairly 
thin they cut through the ice using an 
axe. For thicker ice, they would use an 
auger and ice saw. Then they remove all 
the thick chunks of ice and stack them 
around the hole. 

“We always dive with a certified 
buddy and never go alone under the ice” 
they said. Andrew is always checking the 
weather systems to ensure it’s safe to be 
on the ice. “If the weather is good and 
the ice is safe, we place markers around 
our hole and sometimes we have a dive 
line as well. The beautiful clear waters of 
Georgian Bay also makes it safer to dive 
under the ice because you can clearly see 
the hole.”

Local Ice Divers Enjoy Perfect Conditions To View Icy Depths Of Georgian Bay 

For the February 11 dive, Andrew was 

and weights as he prepared to enjoy the 
view of the ice formations while swimming 
under the surface ice. Later, Lilly also 

ventured into the icy 
water but clad only 
in a swimsuit and 
mask. Lilly wore a 
winter jacket over 
the swimsuit to keep 
warm while waiting 
to dive. With a 10 
second warning to 
the safety crew to 
get ready, at about 
two seconds Lilly 
sheds the coat and 
prepares to enter 
the water; the safety 
diver will go down 

the cold, they might 
do one, two or three 
dives. On February 
11, Lilly did only one 
dive due to the cold.

For each ice 
dive session they 
will typically be in 
the water for one to 
two hours in total, 
but each dive is 
only approximately 
one minute in, one 
minute out of the 
water .  However , 
Andrew is able to 
stay under the ice 
for four minutes 
without moving and 
holding his breath 
while only wearing a 
swimsuit.

unstable and unsafe for people to be out on 
Isthmus Bay. Local social media was abuzz 
about this unfamiliar sight of a skater on 
the Bay.

Local Fire Services respond to 
911 call

On the evening of 25 February, the 
local Fire Service received a call from 
OPP, and they went out to investigate. 
Chief Jack Burt of Northern Bruce Fire 
Services say they have water and ice 
rescue capability. At that time they were 
not aware that Andrew was on the ice 
and dispatched crews to get ‘eyes’ on the 
skater. One group was at Chetwynd Lane 
on Isthmus Bay and another was at the 
Marina. 

Lilly Ryzebol met the emergency 
personnel at the Harbour and explained 
the situation. Chief Burt  says “it is 
an unique situation” for both the Fire 
Services and the Ryzebols. Going forward, 
the Ryzebols will inform the Fire Service 
whenever they are out on the ice.  
However,  whenever a 911 call is placed, 
the Fire Service will respond. Being 
aware that the Ryzebols are on the ice 
and in communication, the Fire Service 
can quickly make the determination if 
the call is about someone else requiring 
assistance.

Chief Burt emphasized that the 
conditions on Isthmus Bay can change 
quickly and does not recommend untrained 
or inexperienced persons to venture out 
on the ice.

Be prepared with appropriate 
gear and experience

“Going out on the ice is not like going 
onto an ice rink”, Lilly says. They caution

Andrew is a competitive freediver and 
instructor, a professional ice diver for nearly 
10 years, Great Lakes surfer, snowboarder 
and rock climber.

As such he has developed key skills 
and the physical and mental endurance 
for this “extreme” activity of ice skating on 
the Bay.

Andrew wears a 7mm thick winter 
diving wetsuit, neoprene gloves, neoprene 
socks and winter surf boots. The next outer 
layer is snowboarder crash pants which 
provides another layer of protection. He 
wears a rock climbing helmet for head 
protection; a winter snowboarding jacket 
and a pair of insulated mitts over his 

The wetsuit is a “must”, he continues, 
it provides warmth, but also provides 
buoyancy and cushioning in case he falls 
into the water.

He is prepared for a self-rescue, 
especially if he falls through the ice. Andrew 
carries a dive mask in his coat pocket. In a 
backpack, there is a snorkel, scuba diving 

based snacks, warm beverage/water bottle, 
sunglasses, extra pair of sunglasses, 
snowboarding goggles, carabiners and a 
knife. Andrew also has a dry bag with a 50 
m rope and ice screws to attach to the ice 
if needed to pull himself out of the water, 

Safety Protocols in place
As Andrew ventures out on the ice, 

he uses his axe to check on the depth of 
the ice. Andrew’s axe has a three and half 
inch head, by tapping down hard on the 

ice he can determine 
the depth. Currently, 
the ice on the bay 
is jagged in places 
requiring Andrew to 
weave in and out and 
at times, to crawl 
over the ice to get 
to better ice skating 
conditions. 

L i l l y  a lways 
tracks Andrew by 
using GPS and they 
a re  in  cons tant 
contact by phone.

A n d r e w 
constantly checks 

the depth of ice ahead of him.“With the 
proper experience one can read the ice” say 
the Ryzebols. But Andrew still constantly 
checks wind and temperature and studies 
maps and weather information from 
the National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration (NOAA) and from various 
other weather information sites. With 
countless hours on Georgian Bay ice over 
the past 8 years, Andrew has gained a 
lot of experience dealing with various ice 
conditions.

The Ryzebols will text the local Fire 
Chief and Fire Service Personnel Tyler 
Baxter (who has a good vantage point to 
observe activities on the ice)  about their 
plans every time they are on the ice, either 
skating or ice diving. The local Fire Service 
will be able to communicate with them as 
needed. Andrew and Lilly have self rescue 
plans in place and are fully aware that they 
cannot expect assistance from emergency 
personnel. They say they have never come 
close to needing assistance regarding any 
of their activities on Georgian Bay. 

Disclaimers for Digital Content
All of their online videos post a 

disclaimer to not try this activity if not 
professionally trained. The Ryzebols are 
cognizant that their activities might attract 
the untrained, unwary, and people without 
proper equipment. If they see people doing 
unsafe activity while on the ice, they stop 
whatever they are doing and caution them. 

They are appreciative that the village 
looks out for each other and say they enjoy 
living on the Bruce where Georgian Bay is 
their backyard.

Families were not deterred by the 
30km winds or -20C windchill, as they 
came out to enjoy a winter’s night on 
the outdoor ice rink at the Ferndale Ball 
Diamond.
